Approval of Agenda: Ross made the motion to approve the agenda as presented, Suzie seconded and motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Minutes from September 13, 2016:  Susan made motion to approve as presented, Ross seconded, and motion passed unanimously.

Charlie went over meeting procedure.


PUBIC HEARINGS

VARIANCE CASE #16SET-07:  Property is Indian Mountain Lot 103 Filing 25 Unit 2 addressed as 144 Red Cloud Drive, Como.  Applicant is requesting a 15 foot variance from the side setback requirement in order to construct a garage.
APPLICANT: Arthur & Rose Lowitzer
· John Deagan made the PowerPoint presentation.
· Board asked a couple of questions of John.
· Dave Witmer came forward on behalf of the applicants.  He explained the grade of the lot and how and outcropping prevents any other locations considered for the garage.
· Charlie asked if applicants had given Mr. Witmer authorization to represent them.  This was confirmed.
· There were other questions from the board regarding the size of the garage, different orientation and other location options.
· Mr. Witmer answered and mentioned that the nearest neighbor has consented to the placement of the garage as presented.
· Charlie asked for public comment.  None.
· Charlie asked if there were any closing comments from the applicant.  None.
· Charlie closed public portion of the hearing and called for deliberation by the board.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Board discussed location options, grade, map accuracy.  Pete said he had visited the site prior to the application, and that this is the only financially feasible site.  Lee confirmed that Pete’s visit was OK because it was prior to the application being made.  Dave Wittmer could not find the letter the neighbor had written in favor of this garage.  
· Ross made a motion to continue this case pending additional information, Cyndi seconded. Vote was taken and motion passed 3-2 with Bobbi and Suzie voting against.
VARIANCE CASE #16SET-06:  Property is Lot 970, Valley of the Sun Filing 21, addressed as 17 Johnston Court, Fairplay.  Applicant is requesting a 20 foot variance from the front setback requirement, a 15 foot variance from the side setback requirement, and a 36 foot variance from the wetland-to-structure setback requirement in order to construct a house.
APPLICANT: Ronald Messing
· John Deagan made the PowerPoint presentation.
· ABE referral and public comments were discussed and questions were asked regarding when this parcel was purchased by the applicant and the plat.
· Applicants, Ronald and Jason Messing, came forward and presented a model of the proposed house and talked about the design for the property.
· Questions were asked about the drawings presented, whose house this will be, if there be a garage, driveway location and what type of wetlands exist on the parcel.
· Jennifer Migliorato came forward and stated that this is a good quality wetland that runs throughout the subdivision consisting of willows, shrubs, herbaceous plants and trees trees.
· Questions were asked about the slope, grade, septic system, well and setbacks.  Applicant stated that there will be an advanced treatment system that reduces setback requirements for the leach field.
· Questions were asked by the board regarding the driveway, neighbors’ views, grades, nearby development.
· Charlie called for public comment.
· Pam Jacobus came forward and with questions.  She said that the wetland report should be reviewed by the BOA.  
· Charlie asked Pam about the ABE comment, Pam clarified.
· Jennifer Migliorato came forward again and clarified the wetland assessment given.
· Charlie asked Jennifer if this project dramatically impairs the wetland.  Jennifer said that the applicant is trying to minimize the impact.
· Bobbi asked how damage to wetlands is corrected.  Jennifer said that damage mitigation is common and doable.
· Charlie closed public comment.
· Applicants came forward again for closing statement and said they could reduce wetland infringement by encroaching more on the road and side setbacks.
· Board deliberated.  
· Charlie made a motion to approve as presented.  Vote was 3-2, with Ross and Bobbi voting against.   A vote of at least four BOA members is necessary to approve a variance.  Motion was denied. 

Suzie made the motion to adjourn, Bobbi seconded.  Meeting Adjourned.

Approval of Minutes from October 11, 2016:  Jim made a motion to approve Minutes as presented, Susan seconded and motion passed unanimously.

Charlie went over meeting procedures.


PUBLIC HEARINGS

RIGHT-OF-WAY VACATION CASE #16VAC-04:  Property is a 0.10 acre portion of Olive Avenue between Lots 142 through 150 and Lots 203 through 211, Silver Springs.  Applicant is requesting to transfer the portion of the right-of-way to private ownership.
APPLICANT: Taylor and Michele Mead.   
· John Deagan made the PowerPoint presentation.
· Applicant, Taylor Mead, came forward and gave an overview and explanation of his request for a ROW Vacation.
· Commission asked a couple of questions.
· Charlie called for public comment. None.
· Charlie asked if applicant had any closing comments. None.
· Charlie closed public comment portion and called for board deliberation.
· Geri made the motion to approve as presented, Jim seconded.  Vote was taken and motion passed 5-0.







REZONING CASE #16ZON-13:  Property is 16 acres in Section 5 Township 11 Range 76 addressed as 16 Redhill Road, Fairplay.  Applicant is requesting to rezone the lot from the Agricultural, Residential and Commercial zone districts to the Commercial and Residential zone districts and to move the Commercially zoned portion of the lot.
APPLICANT: Park County Planning
· John Deagan made PowerPoint presentation.
· Questions were asked about zone boundaries and history.
· Steven Winkel, Redhill Forest board member, came forward to talk about the need to find a place for campers and RVs that need to be removed from lots per the new Park County regulations.  They want to leave as many trees as possible on this lot and make it secure.
· Commission members asked questions about paving or road base, dumpsters, cost to build.
· Charlie called for public comment.
· John Landon, owner of a ranch on the west side of Highway 9, came forward to say that placement of this RV storage facility is fine but that he is concerned that this might encourage people to live in campers and trailers in Redhill Forest.  He also would like to rezone parts of his property that are now Residential and Commercially zoned to Agricultural.
· Mr. Winkel came forward again for closing statement and stated that Redhill Forest is not encouraging additional camping, that they are discouraging abandoned vehicles and want to clean up the subdivision.  
· Charlie closed public comment portion.
· Board deliberated and talked about rezoning Mr. Landon’s property.  Lee suggested that this could be corrected by staff if it is an error on the part of the County.
· Jim made the motion to approve this request as presented and Susan seconded.  Vote was taken and motion passed 5-0.
· Susan made a motion to encourage staff to correct what they believe is an error in the zoning map for Mr. Landon’s property and change the incorrect Commercial and Residential zones to Agricultural.  Jim Sapp seconded.  Vote was taken and motion passed 5-0. 


CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT CASE #16CUP-05:  Property is Bailey, Tract 45 addressed as 60117 Hwy 285, Bailey.  Applicant is requesting a Conditional Use Permit to allow an Outdoor Recreational Facility for an Aerial Adventure Park. 
APPLICANT: Bailey Treetop Ventures, LLC
· Jill Falchi made PowerPoint presentation including recommended conditions of approval.
· Commission asked questions regarding source of conditions, structure height variances, and organizational makeup.
· Applicant, Tim Gregg, made PowerPoint presentation and explained ownership structure. Current owner of the property, Bailey Trails! Alliance will sell to Bailey Treetop Ventures, LLC contingent on approval of the Conditional Use Permit. Applicant also addressed traffic concerns and details regarding development. 
· Cameron, Nick, and Berkeley, additional owners were also present.  Explained that this location is ideal because of length of straight-away on Hwy 285 and low visibility of development.
· CDOT did not believe an extra turn lane was necessary but required a drainage plan.  Applicants plan to create access wide enough to accommodate bus turnaround. 
· Charlie called for public comment.
· John Patterson, neighbor across Hwy 285 spoke not in favor or against application but had concerns regarding ADA access especially after River Bend was shut down.
· Barbara Jarome Bell, spoke in support of application.
· Charlie closed public comment portion and called for board deliberation.
· Geri made a motion to approve with a correction to a condition of approval (replacing Residential zone with Commercial zone), Bob seconded. Vote was taken and motion passed 5-0.

Brief discussion regarding LUR changes for variances. Geri made motion to adjourn, seconded by Suzie. Meeting adjourned at 1:15 pm.
